Tell about the project in more details: tell about the objective

and starting point of the project, describe the main activities,

and pay special attention on the results. Also sustainability and

the potential impact of the project should be taken into

account.  

List the partners.

Mention the project budget and implementation period. 

Photos are recommended.

Use subheadings as they improve the readability of the text.

Remove the contact information of the project staff if they

won't be available after the project is finished. 

Provide contact information (it can be a general email of an

organisation) that should be relevant even years after closing

of the project. 

Tell where the project outputs can be found, if relevant.
